Check-in Dates and Times

PLEASE DO NOT COME EARLY.

for check-in until designated time.

All spending money must be deposited with the business
manager. Expenditures are tracked daily and any remaining
money will be returned at the end of camp.

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CHECKLIST FOR PACKING (Be sure to label everything)

—> twin sheets, blanket (or sleeping bag), and pillow

—> Sleeping bag (for sleeping outside under the stars one night)
—> Plastic ground cloth or something waterproof to sit on

—> Sleepwear and undergarments

—> Socks (required at all times)

—> Modest shorts and shirts (no spaghetti straps, bare tummies
or shoulders; mid-thigh for length of shorts)

—> Jeans or long pants (may be required for certain activities)
—> Jacket or sweatshirt

—> 2 pair sneakers or closed-toe/closed-heel shoes (no san-
dals or flip flops, except in shower)

—> Swimwear (one piece for girls), beach towel, and sun-
screen

—> Raingear (poncho, rain jacket, or umbrella)

—> Hat, Sunglasses

—> Water Bottle

—> Soap, wash cloths, and towels

—> Comb, brush, shampoo, other personal hygiene items
—> Toothbrush, toothpaste, plastic cup

—> Plastic bag for wet clothes

—> Bible, notebook, pen or pencil

—> Flashlight with extra batteries

—> One stamped, pre-addressed envelope
(campers are required to write a letter home on Monday)

—> Extra stationery and stamps (optional)

—> Something to do during rest hour (books, paper, puzzles,
crayons)

= Insect repellent (there are mosquitoes at camp)

GETTING TO CAMP

Land o’ Lincoln Camp Cedarbrook rents the campsite of
Reynoldswood Christian Camp and Retreat Center.

From Interstate 88 or 80:

Take Route 26 north into Dixon.
Continue on Route 26/Galena Rd
through downtown Dixon. Proceed
over the river. With McDonald’s on
your left, turn left at the stop light onto
Route 2. Go past two more stop lights
and a Shell gas station. Turn left onto
Summit Ave. Then take an immediate
right onto Reynoldswood Road. Follow
Reynoldswood Road to the dining hall
for registration.

From Sterling:

Take Route 2 North; it goes east toward Dixon. Just before
entering Dixon, you’ll descend on a large hill. After passing
the Dixon city limits sign, turn right onto Summit Avenue.
Then take an immediate right onto Reynoldswood Road.
Follow Reynoldswood Road to the dining hall for registration.
